In the IB Diploma Programme, students take three subjects at HL and three at SL.
They are expected to demonstrate greater knowledge, understanding, and skills at
HL.

SL subjects take up to 150 teaching hours. HL comprises 240 teaching hours.
Students also complete course projects and activities as part of the DP core:

Theory of Knowledge (TOK) guides students to think critically and develop
presentation skills

The extended essay (EE) is a 4000 word essay that develops time management
and research skills and prepares students for university level independent study.
TOK and EE are marked as A to E or N (not submitted)

Creativity, Activity, Service (CAS) contributes to the ‘well-rounded’ students by
encouraging development of resilience, collaboration, and leadership. This is
completed outside of academic class time through sports, clubs, and activities.
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IB DIPLOMA
What Defines a "Good Score" in the IB Program?

Determining what qualifies as a "good score" in the International Baccalaureate
(IB) program depends on both the distribution of scores and how universities
or employers perceive different levels of achievement. The IB Diploma is
graded out of a maximum of 45 points, with scores generally ranging from 24
points (the minimum passing mark, provided other passing conditions are met)
to the high 30s or low 40s for strong performers.

In general, a score of 35 or above is considered excellent, often placing
students in the top 25% of IB candidates worldwide. Achieving a score in the
40+ range is exceptional and positions students among the top achievers
globally. Such high scores can significantly enhance university applications,
particularly for competitive programs.

Universities often set specific IB score requirements for admission. Many top
institutions seek scores in the high 30s to low 40s, as these indicate well-
rounded academic excellence. For instance, competitive programs in the UK
and Hong Kong frequently require scores between 38 and 43, reflecting strong
performance across subjects as well as in the core components—Theory of
Knowledge (TOK) and the Extended Essay (EE). High scores in these areas
highlight a student's ability to think critically, conduct research, and excel
across multiple disciplines.
