TIS Uniform Guidelines

Secondary

Secondary School PE
All secondary school students are required to wear their dress uniforms everyday. They may change into their PE uniform for PE class only.

Enforcement
Uniform Policy is to be enforced during school hours or when students are on school property (unless specific activity permits).
Students not in school uniform will:

a) correct the violation and return to class.

b) be sent to the office to phone home to get it corrected.

¢) go home if unable to correct their uniform.

*Clarifications

Dress shoes are to have a black base. Small symbols or accents may be another color but the shoe should be mainly black; they should not be patterned.
Shirts may be tucked in or left untucked.

Skirts are to be at the top of the knee or longer.

Trousers are to be full length and from our supplier.

Only TIS hats are allowed for secondary students. No hats in the classroom.

Girls’ dress shirts must be buttoned up completely.

Boys’ dress shirts must be buttoned up to the first button.

Additions

. Only TIS jackets are permitted on campus.

. Backpacks should be TIS colours / NO purses allowed

*  Underwear should not be visible through the uniform (lighter colored bras should be worn or covered by a white undershirt).
M Undershirts are to be white, short-sleeved, and not longer than the outer shirt.

Parental Discretion

Amount of make-up worn
. Hair length, style, and colour
* Jewellery — may not be offensive, distracting, or unsafe.
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Uniform reminders

Girls should wear plain white or black socks with their uniform. They may also wear solid white or grey tights.
Black shoes are to be worn with the dress uniform. Running shoes (any color) are worn with the PE uniform.

Teachers will contact the parents if there are problems with the uniform.

. Label all uniform pieces with your child’s name.
TIS does not have a set date to change from the summer uniform to winter uniform. Parents may make this decision based on current weather

conditions.
